Competition Period:

1. Purpose of Competition:

Art paper - A3

exercise creative. However, artworks produced using artificial intelligence (Al) or digital printing
methods are strictly prohibited.

(1) First Prize: RM400, Second Prize: RM300, Third Prize: RM250,
Fourth Prize: RM200, Fifth Prize: RM150,
Excellent Award (9 recipients): RM100

(2) Most Popular Award: One (1) Most Popular Award: RM100

9. Evaluation Criteria:

(1) Artwork Criteria: Composition 40%, Alignment with Theme 30%, Use of Colour 20%, Technical
proficiency 10%

(2) Most Popular Award Evaluation Criteria: In addition to meeting the above Artwork Criteria (1), the
evaluation for the Most Popular Award will be based on the effective click-through rate and interaction
data on the competition hashtag page #Z£ 2 2 =R H ( )in
Gan Jing World. After the Organiser confirms that no abnormal traffic has occurred, the artwork with
the highest engagement will be selected as the winner.

If unable to attend, please
notify the Organiser immediately and contact the Organiser to claim the prize within a month from the
date of the Art Exhibition.

4) All entries will be kept in the possession of the Organiser after the competition.
